· Warm clothing that includes thermals, a sweater, a jacket and a woolen cap. Gloves and shoes are strongly recommended. 

· Small torches (running on AA batteries, also called pencil cells) covered with multiple layers of red cellophane paper (purpose is only to look at the star maps and observation sheets at night). Bright torches or torches running on more powerful batteries would be rendered useless and would not be allowed during observations as these would affect the dark adaptation of everyone’s eyes. 

· Planispheres that the students received in Module 1 – Astronomy for Beginners. 

· Some snacks and chocolates to munch on in the night. 

· Toiletries that includes a toothbrush, toothpaste, cold cream and a small towel apart from any additional personal requirements. 

· Any personal medicines that the students requires. 

· Any personal astronomy equipment that the student might possess (optional). 

· Plenty of good cheer and a huge appetite for astronomy is mandatory  

· Please keep in mind that the observations stretch over two nights. Breakfast, lunch and dinner will be provided at the observation site along with tea/coffee at certain intervals. 

· First-Aid box will be available in the bus and at the observation site incase of an emergency. Any personal medicines should however be carried by the students individually. 

· Expensive equipments such as i-pods and cell phones are to be carried by the students at their own risk.
